Day 1 - Thursday - June 7, 2018 

 

The excitement starts with a private motorcoach transfer to Chicago and the stylish  
Hyatt Regency O’Hare. We’ll arrive in ample time for you to relax and get a good  
night’s sleep before our Big Adventure in the Big Apple begins.

This morning we are jetting to spectacular NYC. Our first taste of New York will be at  
Gray’s Papaya, an iconic hot dog joint that serves up some of the most satisfying  
street food in the city.

As we travel further south we’ll enter Greenwich Village, Soho, the Bowery and Little Italy before arriving  
late afternoon at the impressive Marriott Marquis, overlooking Times Square. Walk out the front of the hotel and be  
immersed in the hustle-bustle of a pulsating city that never sleeps. Be surrounded by theatres, restaurants, shops and  
attractions, all vying, in spectacular fashion, for your attention. Tonight, enjoy a typical “NY Style” Italian Feast, including  
unlimited wine and beer. Before the night is complete, stroll to Times Square where we’ll pose for a souvenir group photo.   

Day 3 - Saturday - June 9, 2018                 L 

 

Begin the day on a “high note”, as you catapult up 70 floors to the top of Rockefeller Center. Take in amazing, unobstructed,

views:  from the sweeping green of Central Park to the soaring Financial District skyscrapers. Back down to earth, and  

we are on the doorstep of NBC World Headquarters where a behind the scenes tour introduces you to working television  
studios, Broadcast Operations, and the chance to participate in your own late night talk show.  Lunch time finds us at  
Gallagher’s Steakhouse.  Opened as a Speak-Easy in 1920 by a Ziegfeld Showgirl and her Vaudeville star husband,  
Gallagher’s has always been the place to be for gamblers, sports figures and Broadway Stars.  By early afternoon we are in  
Central Park, boarding a gaily decorated horse drawn carriage for a 20 minute  jaunt through the most visited urban park in  
the country. Top off this incredible day with an exciting walking transfer along Broadway to one of Times Square’s glittering  
theatres. Here Reserved Orchestra Seats await. Thrill to the glow of the footlights, the larger than life scenery, sparkling  
costumes, and a full scale orchestra as you settle back and soak up some of the best entertainment on “the great white way”. 
 

Day 4 - Sunday - June 10, 2018                  BR - D 

 

The city’s only revolving restaurant, The View, hosts one of Manhattan’s most talked about brunches. While soaking up  
panoramic views, you’ll sip Mimosas and feast on offerings from the Prime Rib Bar, the Omelet Station, and the Hot, Cold &  
Dessert Buffets. This respite is followed by your second Broadway Show, a Sunday afternoon Matinee, filled with striking sets,  
grand production numbers, moving lyrics, and toe tapping dance performances. A fitting finale to this remarkable day is an  
elegant dinner cruise around Manhattan, on the glass enclosed Bateaux New York. We’ll sail past the illuminated skyscrapers  
of Mid-town, and the glittering lights of the Financial District. Then we’ll cruise under the Brooklyn and Manhattan Bridges before  
circling back to Liberty Island for a patriotic tribute at the Statue of Liberty. Throughout the evening you’ll savor an exquisite  
dining experience where stunning views, musical entertainment and delectable cuisine result in a night of unparalleled pleasure.   
 

Day 5 - Monday - June 11, 2018                     L 

 

The day begins on a somber note, as we travel to the site of the World Trade Center, and here, 9/11, the day that changed  
everything, is immortalized at the 9/11 Memorial and Museum. We’ll pay respect to our fallen countrymen at this moving and  
sometimes riveting place of remembrance. By mid-day the mood changes . . . to one of splendor and opulence as we are  
welcomed into Tavern on the Green Restaurant in Central Park. This famous, iconic venue has been the set for TV shows and  
Hollywood movies.  Today, it hosts our elegant 3-course luncheon party.  When the respite is complete - its One.  . .  Two. . .  
Three strikes and we’re out of Manhattan with a base hit into the middle of the Bronx, home of legendary Yankee Stadium.   
Here a behind the scenes tour has been arranged*. Step inside Monument Park, visit the New York Yankees Museum and feel the  
thrill as you walk out onto the field and into the Yankee’s dugout. Finally it’s time to leave the Big Apple behind, as we board our direct, non-stop flight,  
bound for home.
